	3

Read Micah 5:2 with your child. Talk about how God knows the exact details of everything that will come to pass. Talk about how exciting and comforting that fact is.
	4

Read Isaiah 7:14 and Matthew 1:23. Talk about how the prophecy was fulfilled and how God always keeps His promises.
	5

Sing some carols together that spread the good news of Jesus’ birth. Share your carols with friends or neighbors.

	Weekend of 6&7

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	8

Make a donkey puppet as a gift. Return to the friend you talked to last week about the prophecies and tell that friend about Mary & Joseph’s journey to Bethlehem.
	9

Take a walk with your child. Talk about how Mary & Joseph had to walk very far, stay in a place that was strange and dirty, and had to trust that God would take care of them.
	10

Make a Christmas tree ornament together. Design and create one that symbolizes some part of the Christmas story and that can help your child remember and retell it.
	11

Talk about angels. Tell your child how God sent angels to deliver good news to Mary, Joseph and the shepherds. Remind your child that angels exist to make God more famous and so do we!
	12

Wrap Christmas presents together. Talk about how sometimes, important things come in surprising packages, like how our King was born in a small, dirty stable.

Make or color a nativity scene. Visit the friend you’ve been sharing advent with and talk about Jesus’ birth in the stable and what it means for us.
	16

Tell your child details about what it would have been like inside the stable. Discuss Mary & Joseph’s feelings, fears, etc.

Take a walk and look at Christmas lights. Talk about how lights showed where the baby was born. Lights guided those who visited the baby. We are to be a light to those who don’t know Jesus also.
	18

Talk with your child about why it was necessary for Jesus to be born a man. Talk about sin and why Jesus, fully God and fully man, had to die for those sins.
	19

Bake together. Prepare gifts to take to a friend or neighbor. Deliver the gifts and share the Christmas story with that friend. Invite them to Christmas Eve service.

	Weekend of 20&21

Decorate candy canes like shepherd staffs. Take the staffs to your friend and tell about the visitors who came to see Jesus and why they worshipped the baby.
	23

Talk to your child about why you think God chose to tell shepherds and wisemen about the birth of Jesus.

Merry Christmas!

Spend time singing to God and thanking Him for Jesus! Retell the Christmas story together as a family.


	25

Talk about the gifts that the wisemen brought Baby Jesus. Ask your child what gifts he/she would take to Jesus and why.

Talk to your child about why Christmas should be remembered and throughout the year. Talk about why the birth, death and resurrection of Christ are worth celebrating all year.
